" The Far North District Council is committed to waste
minimisation in the region and has set targets for the
area to reach in its Waste Minimisation Strategy.

To help reach those goals the Council has initiated the
WasteWise Schools initiative, to promote and
recognise achievements in this area. WasteWise
Schools provides a structured process for the
development, implementation and maintenance of
school wide waste minimisation. Becoming a
WasteWise School can be gained by successfully
passing an on-site audit from the Council's approved,
third-party verifiers, CBEC EcoSolutions.
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The Council's criteria for the award are that a school has:

1. Put in place systems to reduce waste to
landfill, documented in a waste minimisation
plan.

2. Less than 10% (Rakau/tree), 20%

(Tipu/seedling), or 30% (Kakano/seed) of its
waste is composed of materials that can be
reused, recycled or composted.

3. Has imbedded within the school charter a
commitment to waste minimisation.
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There are a number of benefits to
becoming a WasteWise School.
These include:

* Public recognition of
your school's ethos of sustainability.
* Increased student responsibility and
respect for the environment.

* Opportunity for student driven solutions

to reduce waste
